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April 10, 2010 (Sat) Mopar Madness of the L.V. 1st Cruise of the Season 

The weather was sunny and windy and a ¾ full house!  Thanks to all the members who came out and helped 
to set up, tear down, hand out tickets & collect donations for D.C.T., Debbie for again taking care of the 
Inventory table, help at the Door Prize table, 50/50 runners, and other general help. There was a lot of good-
looking machinery attending to start off the Season! 

April 11, 2010 (Sun) ð Old Spokes Auto Museum ð New Smithville PA  

Immediately after our MMLV meeting at 
Cetronia, 21 club members participated for 
a cruise (on a beautiful sunny Sunday 
afternoon) to the Home of the new Hudson 
museum, 10399 Old Route 22, New 
Smithville.  Previous arrangements for the 
tour were made by this yearôs Club Pres 
Mark Souders and Officers.   

Once there, we were graciously greeted 
by Bernie Thompson, the Museumôs curator and tour guide. 
The building which houses most of the orphans had once 
been a Maxwell dealership. After extensive restoration and 
renovation, it has now become the Old Spokes Museum, a large private Collection of Hudsons. 

The building houses over 30 vintage Hudsons, the oldest being a Touring 1911(a right-hand drive roadster 
from Argentina), 2 limos (one with the early equivalent of  portapotties  using 2 funnels thru the floor to the 

street below) , and a fully restored award winning 1924 Sedan. The collection ranges from years 1911 to 1936 
just in one room (not all years).  (Hudson was dupped the Super Six in 1916)  In an adjacent room, there is a 
1936 Terraplane six and a 1938-v8, a 1954 Hornet Convertible (last yr of the Hudson prior to the merger with 
Nash to form American Motors in 1954).  In the same room is a 1957 Hornet Hollywood hardtop (last yr of 
production) with all options including Kelvinator Air Conditioning and a beautiful 1955 Hudson Wasp (split front 
windshield & 3 window rear), and others.    

Some of you out there may remember the old O.J. Fritz Ford dealer in New Smithville, across the street 
from the former Maxwell dealership. That building has also since been restored and part of the Museum, used 
for displaying and repair and an office for sales. In the front showroom is a mint restored 1934 Hudson V8 red 
Roadster (pic inset below) and a 1950ôs Rambler station wagon among a few others.  In the back and side of 
the showroom area are several 1955, 56 & 57 AMC era Hudsons. The Collection for sale is on display and the 
list is posted in the window: 

 
Also on display in 

the main museum is an 
early Terraplane engine 
and a NASCAR winning 
Twin-H High  Power308 
straight six, just as 
used in the Pixar movie 
hit, CARS. In addition 
to the vehicles, the 
collection houses 
memorabilia including advertisements, showroom banners, signage and dealer promotional items, and a photo 
of Roy Chapin Sr, one of the founders of the Hudson Motor Company    (Joseph Hudson, founder in 1909) In 
the 1920ôs, Hudson was the 3rd largest car manufacturer in the U.S.  (Marshall Teague & his #6 won 12 of 13 
AAA events in 1952.  Hudson won 27 of 34 NASCAR Grand National Races in 1952, followed by 22 of 34 in 
1953, and 17 of 37 in 1954)  
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You might be wondering, who owns the New Smithville Old Spokes Museum and all those 
old orphans?  The complex is owned by Dr. Robert Blake (no not the goofy actor), a 
Radiologist with offices in Hempstead and Lake Success, N.Y. (See picture insert) From part 

of his biography online is written: Outside of Dr. Blake's medical career, he enjoys the 

restoration and collection of antique cars, Particularly Hudsons. He has a 50-Car 

Hudson Museum in Pennsylvania. Dr. Blake also sings in the Mineola Choral Society 

and works as class chairman for his High School, Regis, in Manhattan. 
After spending approx 1 ½ hrs at the museum, we cruised nearby to DeMarcoôs Italian 

Restaurant (formerly known as the Golden Key in New Smithville) to enjoy lunch ~ 
a perfect ending to a perfect day!
