 2010 ð Myrtle Beach 22nd Annual òRun to the Sunó 

The 22nd annual Run To The Sun car show was held in Myrtle Beach, SC on March 18-20. Hosted by the 
Pee Dee Street Rodders of Florence, SC, the show drew 2,489 cars. Most were street rods, but there were 
many stock original restored cars in attendance also.  

Cheryl and I arrived in the Grand Strand on Thursday, and met fellow members Tom and Linda Scott at 
their home in Loris. After having a nice lunch and a grand tour of their estate, we left for the beach. Tom and 
Linda in their 1960 Imperial, and Cheryl and I in our 1962 Chrysler 300H (pics pg 4).  After checking in at 
the car show and the motel, we drove to the South Beach Adventure Park to line up for the big cruise. There 
were about 500 cars lined up for a 5-mile cruise down Ocean Boulevard. After the cruise, we all piled into the 
Imperial and went to Benjaminôs Seafood Buffet and over-ate. And what a ride! The back seat of that car is 
more comfortable than my living room sofa. After dinner it was time to bunk down for the night, at the 
Boardwalk Beach Resort, just two blocks from the show field. 

Friday morning we got an early start so that we could get the car onto the show field and into a nice parking 
spot. The car show was held at the site of the former Myrtle Square Mall. The Mall was recently razed but the 
paved parking lot was still there. The area covers a span of six blocks and by noon, it seemed that every 
parking space was filled. There were many vendors selling their goods. We spent some time browsing the 
aisles of endless street rod parts and services. Our door prize ticket number was called, and the cash winnings 
made shopping easier. 

There were some really nice cars in attendance. They ranged from the usual red Chevies (and lots of them), 
to a dumpster with a small block Chevy engine. There were cars from 21 states and two provinces. It seemed 
that I spent the whole afternoon answering questions about my car and talking about Mopars in general. 
People walked by a really nice ó56 Corvette next to my car, and stopped and asked me about my car. At the 
end of the afternoon it was time to park the old Chrysler in the parking deck at the motel. We walked to the 
Hard Rock Café for dinner. We underestimated the distance, but it was a good workout for us. 

Saturday morning we met Tom and Linda before entering the show field so that we could park together. 
Again, the car show field filled up fast. Saturday was much like Friday except the two big Mopars were parked 
side by side and drew double the attention. The car show sponsors picked the top 25 cars, and the 50-50 raffle 
paid out a total of $12,500 to five lucky winners (not me). Members of the Pee Dee Street Rodders Club 
selected a ñcar of the yearò and a ñtruck of the yearò for inclusion on next yearôs dash plaques and t-shirts. After 
the dayôs events we ate dinner at a local restaurant, stopped in for some hot Krispy Kreme donuts, and retired 
for the evening. 

Sunday morning it was time to check out and head north. The drive home took us 12 hours, including lots of 
stops for gas and eats. The car worked like a well oiled machine. Oh, wait; it is a well oiled machine.
